As a result of a survey throughout the village by the Women’s Institute, 91% of the residents indicated that they would like to have one. The Community Council invited a representative from each interest group in the village plus any interested residents to form a group to address this issue in October 2003.





The Nercwys Community Hall Committee has now been formerly constituted and has raised money through donations and grants to carry out a feasibility study. Residents of the village are invited to meetings in addition to representatives of all interest groups.
