NADRA continues to consider improvements to the Nercwys News and any suggestions would be welcomed by the Editors at the usual contact address quoted in the newsletter.                                       

  Our main concern has been the effects of yet another power cut on the 4th of October, so we sought and obtained a meeting with a representative of Scottish Power on the 10th of October. During the meeting, we stressed that the village was heartily fed up with the standard of supply from Scottish Power and needed to know what the problem was and what was going to be done about it. We were told that a stay for a supply pole had snapped, thus cutting the supply. As we have been told before, no further remedial work is planned until at least January 2007 as our average of four cuts a year is no more than average for a rural area. We pressed for the review to be brought forward from January 2007 as we feel that this is not acceptable and we were told that information would be made available at the Community Council Meeting to be held at the end of November. Nercwys News will go to print before the meeting to meet various deadlines, but we hope that some good news will be forthcoming. NADRA will continue to insist on a more reliable service, but we do need you to continue to complain to Scottish Power whenever a power cut occurs. Their telephone number is in the telephone directory and it is worth repeating that normal corded telephones will continue to work even if there is no power.

MOTOR VEHICLE  ( Message from PC Gary Aldous)
Road Traffic Act 1988 states
Mechanically powered scooters etc
Mechanically powered scooters (looking rather like a child's toy scooter with an engine) such as those marketed with the maker's name 'GO-PED' are definitely motor vehicles. A search of the internet reveals a considerable number of similar variations with names such as 'Fun Scooters' or 'E-scooters' etc. The 'City Bug' tried to get round the regulations by claiming to be an electrically assisted pedal cycle, but they are motor vehicles. 
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The North Wales police and Trading standards would like to take this opportunity to point out that all electrically powered and engine powered scooters are motor vehicles.

As such if they are driven on the road or on pavements they are subject to the road traffic act.

They can be driven off road with the land owner’s permission only.

If children are caught on such vehicles they can be seized and parents prosecuted for use cause or permit the use of the vehicle.

LEGAL REQUIREMENTS.

For your info the rider must have:

       a driving licence for that category of vehicle 

       a helmet (if the distance between the wheels is greater than 460mm) 

       tax (vehicle excise licence) 

       MOT certificate 
       insurance (minimum third party) 

       number plates 

       brakes (exempt if vehicle is unable to exceed 25mph) 

       indicators 

       an audible warning instrument if the vehicle is able to achieve speeds in excess of 20mph and 

       a speedometer (exempt if vehicle is unable to exceed 25mph)

 

The age to drive this type of vehicle is the same as for a moped (16 years).  The driver will require a provisional licence but must have taken the Compulsory Basic Training (CBT) test.
