A New Find for the Forest?

Just before Christmas, we were approdchg Holywell High School. A
level Biology students were keen to erect several special hair tubes
determine whether there are any red squirrels present in the forest. Tt
were recorded here as recently as 1995. A similar trial was undertaken thr
yeas ago which failed to identify squirrels here. Basically, the tubes ar
short lengths of drainpipes that are tied horizontally to a tree. Seed is plac
within these tubes and sticky tape is then strategically placed to colle
samples of hair from any ting that drops in for a free lunch! All hairs that
are collected then have to be examined under a microscope to determine
host species. Although we have yet to receive full confirmation, earl
findings seem to suggest that red squirrels are indeednpreddin the
forest whichwould be fantastic new¢! We hope that the
invade this habitat Ed).
