NADRA NEWS

The result of the Bryngwyn Quarry Public Enquiry has been known for some
time but we have only recently learnt that D. P. Williams did not lodge an
appeal against the conclusion of the Welsh Assembly Government, so everyon
should be pleased that the beatis, at last, at an end.

Thinking back to the conduct of the Enquiry, my impression is that the public
played a very minor role and were tolerated rather than being an integral part o

the proceedings. However, ixammoags:
a few interesting facts did emerge. The most telling was the projections for
future extractions for t he | ocal

submission was that the local quarries would become exhausted within the nex
few years alongwith the assumption that Burley Hill would recommence
production in September. Events have overtaken these forecasts (optimistic fo
D. P. Williams in the first case!) and Burley Hill is still idle. | have also heard
that the quarry near Loggerheads haendy stopped production.

Another fact is that 90% of slate extraction was not of production quality and
we have all seen the mountains of slate waste in North Wales. It is now
appreciated that this waste can be used for low grade industrial used wfstea
limestone and reclaimed slate waste is aiming for a 25% market share of
aggregate extraction. This must be good news for those living close to active
guarries.

I have recently heard a comment that thegening of the quarry would have
provided erployment and in the past, NADRA has been criticised as being a
@uarry bashing organisatiérraking the employment issue first, yes, it would
have provided employment, but as D. P. Williams (DPW) has owned the site
since 1993, those hoping to work therguld have had a long wait. Secondly,
extraction methods have changed out of all recognition over the last few years
and those fondly remembering the golden age of scores of men slaving with
picks and shovels (woulgbu want to work in a quarry or down aime?) need
to remember that the machinery is now very advanced and Bryngwyn Quarry
was to have been worked with as few as five men. As the machinery was tc
have been shared with DPWb6s propos
Rochdale, very few, if any, wddi have been recruited locally. HGV drivers
would have been required, but they are usually from outside contractors, who
are contracted to any active quarry.

At the risk of repeating myself, up until the Bryngwyn Enquiry, NADRA has
never sought to close quarry; all we wanted was for the local quarries to be
good neighbours and not to abuse their planning constraints. Burley Hill has
improved to a certain extent over the years but to quote one small example o

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LAND ARMY

As the prospect of war becannecreasinglylikely, the governmentwanted
to increase the amount of food grown within Britain. This would mean that less
food would have to be imported freeing up more ships for troop
movements and reducinipe risk of convoys beingttacked. In ordeto grow
more food, more help wasneeded orthe farms and so thgovernment started
the Women'sLand Army.

The Women's Land Army was set up in June 1939 and by September it had
over 1,000 members. By 1941, its numbers had risen to 20,000 and, at its peak
in 1943, over 80,000 women classed themselves as ‘Land Girls'. Numbers did
not rise after that, aswomen were neededto make aircraft and wee
encouraged to take up factowork instead.

Women joined the Land Army from all backgroundsa third coming
from London and other large cities. Farm work was hard, and the women did all
sorts of pbs including hoeing, ploughing, hedging, turning hay, lifting potatoes,
threshing, lambingand looking after poultry. A thousandwomen were
employedas rat catchersSix thousandwomen worked in the Timber
Corps, felling trees and runngn sawmills. Abouta quarter were employeith
milking and general farm work.

The Women's Land Army had a uniforrgreen jerseys, brown breeches,
brown felt hats and khaki overcoats. However, the Land Army was not a
military force and many women
did not wear the uniform. Some
women livedin hostels but
most lived on individualfarms.
Conditions were oftenpoor
and pay was low but many
women enjoyed the work. The
Women's Land Army remained
in existence until 1950.

In Wales, directories were
occasionally produced for North and Mid Wales and a separate edition
for South Wales, but in general, these were combined and reduced list:

Looking attay pi c a | product
Directory for North and Mid Wales, 1895 (one of the few listed on the
OHi storic Directories6 website t
alphabetical and under Nerquis, these are-duided into Private
Residents (only for entries, Nerquis Hall, The Vicarage, Plas Onn and
Nanty-Glynne), commercial (thirteen entries including two Inns, two
entries for the same agent for the local mine, one blacksmith, four
shopkeepers (they usually have other occupations as well) anthdrs
are dressmakers, a shoe maker and a tailor) and finally Farmers (twent
listed). However, little information is provided, apart from a name and
some commercial establishmentsd 1

I would obviously not include
Private Residents, only Trade entries from within the Nercwys
Parish and Ffordd Glyndwr.

NERCWYS COMMUNITY HALL COMMITTEE

Since its inception over four years ago, this committee has worked
towards the vision of establishing a Community Hall for the village of
Nercwys. It has been lang process involving selecting an appropriate
site, now the field adjacent to the bowling club, negotiating with the
Governors of Nercwys School to release the land back to Flintshire
County Council, conducting numerous village surveys and identifying
funding options for the hall in addition to working with architects to
draw up building plans. A business plan was submitted to Flintshire
County Council in August 2007 and we are now on the verge of being
offered a lease on the identified land.

There ae concerns that initial enthusiasm for this project may have
fallen away as it has been such a long and bureaucratic process.

PENSION BOOST FOR WOMEN AND CARERS

At the time of writing the Pensions Bill is currently progressing through
Parliament. The Governmenthas proposed tallow people to buy up to

an additional six years of volumiaNational Insurance contributions,
over and above those permitted under the current time limits, in order to
enjoy a higher state pensiorilhese reforms will effectively meares
fairer deal to women and careasd those that havacomplete National
Insurance records and therefore often receive a low state pension. The
proposals will apply to those who reach State Pension age between
April 2008 and 5 April 2015 and who already have 20 qualifying years
on their National Insurance recordl welcome thes reforms, which are
both positive and radicallt will mean thatby 2010 around 75% of
women reaching State Pension Age will be entitled to a full Basic State
Pengon, rising to over 90% by 2025.

SEEKING VIEWS ON ORGAN DONATION
