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   Time passes far too quickly and according to many, the end of another decade approaches. 

Looking back over the last ten years, many natural and human catastrophes have occurred; 

the Indian Ocean tsunami, Chinese earthquake, Iraqi and Afghan wars, the continued      

instability in Somalia and Sudan, 7/7 and 9/11 as well as flooding in Burma, Bangladesh,  

the Philippines and, to a lesser extent, at home. Then there were non-events ï the            

Millennium bug and our recent óbarbequeô summer to name but two! Closer to home, the 

Welsh Assembly (Government) and the Scottish Parliament have slowly gained in           

confidence, although only hindsight will indicate how successful they will be. The          

perceived óNorth ï Southô divide (in all three home countries) is yet to be bridged and the 

question about funding for the various regions has yet to be answered. Even closer is the 

long running saga of the Flintshire UDP, still to be settled after umpteen years of discussion. 

   Is there anything positive? Well, yes. Nercwys is still here, still home to many contented 

people, judging by the lack of any critical letters to the Nercwys News! There will always be 

minor squabbles and disagreements, that is human nature, but the social life and community 

spirit has slowly expanded in recent years, helped enormously by the activities of the      

Eisteddfod Fund Raising Committee which indirectly has helped the continued success of 

the recent Village Fetes. 

   What can be anticipated during the next decade? The Community Councilôs recent     

Community Strategy Meeting has indicated that local views might be taken more into    

consideration in the future. The key question of the future rate of village growth has again 

yet to be answered. Will the infrastructure support any increase? Meetings and Open Days 

have been arranged but with little interest shown from within the community. If you want 

your voice to be heard, then you must be prepared to express your opinions. 

   Finally, at the end of another year of production, I would like to thank everyone who has 

submitted articles and especially those who distribute the Nercwys News. Your help is    

essential and very much appreciated.

  We have received notification from Flintshire County Council (FCC) that the 

Flintshire Unitary Development Plan (UDP) has reached another stage in its long 

gestation. Readers with long memories may remember that FCC published a draft 

UDP in 2000 to cover the period 2000 ï 2015. The initial consultation took place in 

2000 and then the draft deposit version (taking account of the initial comments) was 

published in 2003. Over 17,000 comments on this version were received by FCC 

and after sifting through these comments, a Public Enquiry took place in 2007. The 

Inspectorsô final report was received in May 2009 and FCC has now provided a list 

of modifications made as a result of the Enquiry. Another public consultation took 

place in the autumn and we now wait to see what further alterations will be made. It 

is to be hoped that the final version will be put on deposit sometime next year. The 

latter stages of these proceedings do not appear to have directly affected Nercwys 

and the village envelope (land available for development) hasnôt changed. 

   However, possibly as a consequence of a strategic review of mineral reserves in 

North Wales which is currently underway, a modification to the UDP has been   

published, óprotectingô the mineral reserves within the County and ódiscouragingô 

any development which may affect the possible future extraction of these reserves. 

These reserves often are of limited quantities (ie. the protected areas are small) and 

several of these areas are within the Nercwys Parish, indeed some butting up to the 

edge of the village envelope. NADRA hasnôt had an opportunity to study this   

modification in any detail yet (as we think that it has only just been published), so 

we will report more in a future issue. 

   Previous Local and County Structure Plans are still valid and are used in planning 

matters, but it is wondered how relevant they are now to their initial requirements. 

For example, these plans are mentioned in the preamble to the current UDP        

proposals:
