  The saga of the Flintshire UDP goes on and on and on.....   A full FCC meeting was 
held on the 11th Nov to discuss the UDP, but a few Councillors are still unhappy about 
the inclusion of some potential building plots in the UDP and appear to be using 
blocking tactics to ensure that the UDP will not be ratified. Such is the embarrassment 
of FCC, the only comments on the Flintshire UDPôs website that are up-to-date, come 
from the media (FCCôs entries being months old). Where the County Council goes 
from here, is open to question. 

  A by-product of this indecision is that the future Flintshire Local Development Plan 
(LDP) has been pushed ever further into the future.  Despite that, NADRA has 
submitted a Future Village Strategy Document (VSD) to FCC and sent a copy to the 
NCC for their records. In the VSD, we have reviewed previous LDPs and taken many 
of the topics and incorporated them into our own document. Comments and 
Strategies have been compiled for: 

Communications ï Transport links; Telephone and Broadband connections; 
Speed Limits within and outside of the Village; Future street lighting and 
establishing safe pedestrian routes along Ffordd Y Pentre. 

Community Facilities ï Protection of existing green areas within the village; 
Joint School / Community facilities and the promotion of Community 
Renewable Energy Schemes. 

Utilities Infrastructure ï Continued efforts to force Utility Companies to provide 
a reliable service and to establish capacity restraints on existing systems for 
planning purposes. 

Energy, Pollution and Waste ï Litter and dog fouling; Fly-tipping; extension of 
Recycling policies and promotion of reduced / alternative energy schemes. 

Housing ï Empty Housing policies; Limits on future expansion, owing to 
infrastructure problems; Continued Farm / Barn conversions and limited infill 
with ósmall housesô (will require FCC to change its policies) and the future 
extension of the Village Settlement Boundary, subject to infrastructure and 
long term demand.  

Landscapes ï Resist downgrading and / or elimination of remaining green 
barriers and all recreational spaces should have óGreen Spaceô status. 

Minerals ï Mineral Protection Areas do not affect the needs and lifestyle of the 
Community and future Mineral Policies should not only reflect the views of 
the Industry, but also those of the local community. 

  I hope that you will agree that this is a fairly comprehensive list that reflects the 
hopes and aspirations of the Village over the next twenty years. 

  Finally, to look backwards for a moment, John Addiscott has constructed the online 
version of a Village Archive and the first batch of photos (1900 ï 1980) may now be 
viewed at www.nercwys.org.uk (follow the link for óvillage archivesô). Thanks to Mrs. 
Rita Davies, several photos from the 50s and 60s have been included, so please look 
through your albums to see if you have any photos that you would like to put into the 
archives. They can be scanned and returned. Please also provide captions! 
  May we wish you all a very Happy Christmas and a successful New Year.

Boundary Commission 

The Boundary Commission of Walesôs further draft proposals on electoral 
boundary changes put Nercwys and Leeswood in a combined ward. 
Nercwys Community Council is strongly against this proposal. It believes 
that putting Nercwys in a ward with Gwernymynydd and Gwernaffield 
would make more sense. The Community Council has objected to the 
Boundary Commission proposals on the following grounds: 

 Leeswood is already over the proposed county average of 1,776 
electors per councillor. The proposed ward of Gwernymynydd and 
Gwernaffield is smaller than Leeswood on its own, so combining Nercwys 
with these two villages would be closer in size to the average number of 
electors that the Commission is aiming for than combining Leeswood and 
Nercwys. 

 Leeswood is much larger than Nercwys, therefore it is unlikely that the 
county councillor would ever be a Nercwys resident and the views of 
Nercwys residents are likely to be disregarded. Nercwys has much 
stronger links with Gwernymynydd than with Leeswood and with three 
villages in the ward there would be a better balance between the interests 
of the different villages, so the councillor would have to take note of all 
their interests. 

 Leeswood and Nercwys are not neighbouring villages, whereas 
Nercwys and Gwernymynydd share a boundary and are linked in many 
ways. 

 Nercwys is much more similar in character to Gwernymynydd and 
Gwernaffield than to Leeswood. Leeswood is larger and has a very 
different population mix from Nercwys, so their outlooks and concerns 
would be very different and not easily represented by one councillor. 
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Nercwys Community Council knows of no support from Nercwys residents to 
the Boundary Commission proposal and they feel that that the views of their 
villagers should always come first. 
Nercwys Community Trail 
The Nercwys Community Trail proposal has been approved by the Cadwyn 
Clwyd board and Nercwys Community Council. There will be an interpretation 
panel on the village green, next to the Village Green sign, which will contain a 
map of the village with points of interest and public footpaths marked on it. 
This should be in place by the end of the year. 
Childrenôs Playground 
Nercwys Community Council is bidding for match funding from Flintshire 
County Council to help finance another piece of play equipment for the 
playground. The Community Council should know in December whether they 
have the match funding or not. The new equipment will be for the Junior 
children. 
New Clerk 
I will cease to be the clerk of the Community Council at the end of January 
2011. It has been an interesting year, but I have found it difficult to balance 
looking after my three young children with working mostly from home. The 
process of selecting a new clerk is underway and the new clerk should have 
been appointed by the community council meeting on 24th November and 
will be starting work at the beginning of January 2011.

NADRA have secured a small grant from Cadwyn Clwyd to undertake a 
preliminary survey and assessment of the potential for deployment of solar 
technologies; i.e. solar water heating (thermal) and solar electricity (PV) 
within the Village and surrounding district.  This work will provide an 
indication of the potential uptake based upon building orientation and shading 
etc.  

From this initial assessment further work, supported by Cadwyn Clwyd, will 
enable us to carry out a campaign to identify who would be interested in 
participating in a project to install appropriate systems in appropriate 
locations.   

Government support mechanisms for solar technologies through their Feed-
in-tariffs (FITs) and Renewable Heat Incentive payments mean that suitable 
systems can expect to pay back within 10years through reduced energy 
costs and payments for small scale heat and power generation.   

The Nercwys óLivesô project aims to ensure that: 

Systems are only installed in appropriate locations, 

The initial cost of installations are minimised through bulk purchase, 

Anyone in the Community can participate: 

Landlords or Tenants, 

With or without available funds, and 

With or without suitable properties. 

The financial benefits that accrue are shared equitably among those 
participating, plus some wider Community benefit. 

I would be pleased to discuss this project with anyone who may be interested 
in helping.

PhonepayPlus is warning the public to beware of a chain e-mail about an 
alleged postal scam being circulated on the internet and has issued the 
following statement: 

The chain email refers to a service (operating on 0906 6611911) that was 

shut down by PhonepayPlus (then ICSTIS) in Dec 2005. 

PhonepayPlus subsequently fined the company that was operating the 

service, Studio Telecom (based in Belize), £10,000. 

The service is no longer running and has not been running since 

December 2005. 

You do not need to contact PhonepayPlus, or the Royal Mail about this 

service as it was stopped almost four years ago. 

If you receive a copy of the email warning you about the alleged scam, 

please do not forward it to others. Instead, please forward this statement from 
PhonepayPlus.
