FLINTSHIRE UNITARY DEVELOPMENT PLAN (2000-2015)    ï     
After many years of debate, comment, criticism, public enquiries and 
last minute machinations, Flintshire County Council has finally 
adopted the UDP on the 28th of September. A six week period, 
commencing the 13th of October, will now elapse whilst anyone can 
challenge this decision in the High Court. Should there be no 
challenge, then the UDP will replace the Clwyd Structure Plan (First 
Alteration) and the Local Plans for Delyn and Alyn and Deeside for 
planning decisions. 
The net result for Nercwys is that we keep the small village category 
óCô status for housing development (0 to 10% increase during the 
UDPôs life) and the óMineral Safeguarding Areasô, as shown in the 
March 2010 issue of the Nercwys News, are now included in the UDP 
as óMineral Buffer Zonesô. The MBZs will only become significant if the 
Village Boundary is extended in the future. 
Now we can look forward to the new Local Development Plan!
